Changes Ahead for Counseling Program

The Counselor Education
program at Lynchburg Col-
lege is complying with re-
quirements by CACREP
(Council for Accreditation
of Counseling and Related
Educational Programs) to
change the Community
Counseling degree to
Clinical Mental Health
Counseling. This change
will become effective in
the 2009-10 academic
year. Those students

already enrolled in Com-
munity Counseling
should speak with their
advisor about the option
of changing their pro-
gram emphasis.

Beginning in the 2009-10
school year, a total of 54
semester hours will be
required for the degree.
As of January 15, 2010,
this requirement will in-
crease to 60 hours.

Biology & Math Courses

Graduate courses in both
Math and Biology will be
offered during the sum-
mer terms for area teach-
ers.

Ever wondered why your
students just can’t “get
it” when it comes to the
causes of moon phases or
seasonal differ-

ences? Ever wished for
different ways of teach-
ing these topics? Do you
know what a comet is
made of? What happens
to you when you fall into
a black hole? What the
latest robots on Mars are
teaching us about its
complex past history?

If these topics spark your
curiosity, then you will
want to sign up for SCIE

610, Astronomy, June 8-
June 26, 2009. The
course provides a content
-rich background for you
to be more than a chap-
ter ahead of your stu-
dents if you teach this
subject, or just to satisfy
your curiosity if you
don’t.

Hands-on activities that
illustrate concepts are
emphasized, and the
course will include sev-
eral outings at the Col-
lege’s Belk observatory at
the Claytor Nature Study
Center. The Belk Obser-

vatory has numerous
telescopes, and features
the 20-inch Margaret Gil-
bert telescope, a premier
research-quality instru-
ment.
