Accreditation 

The Virginia Consortium for Teacher Traning in 
Early Childhood Special Education (ECSE) is 
funded by the Virginia Department of Education 
(VDOE) and prepares qualified teachers to work 
in Virginia’s public schools with children birth to 
age five who have disabilities. 
 
Required Licensure Courses VDOE approved: 
 
• Medical Aspects 
• Curriculum and Instruction, 
• Family Centered Programming 
• Assessment in ECSE 
(Additional coursework in ECSE is available 
from each respective institution, but Consortium-
related tuition support is not offered at this time.) 
 
To achieve our goal, we will  
 a) accept qualified applicants to partici-
pate in the Consortium 
 b) provide them with state-approved 
coursework in four of the courses required for 
endorsement in Early Childhood Special Educa-
tion (ECSE),  
 c) pay all or at least a portion of their in-
state tuition (through tuition waivers) for en-
dorsement coursework completed successfully.  

The four endorsement related courses will  be 
offered at a rate of two courses per university 
spring and fall semester.  Continuation of tui-
tion waivers will be determined yearly, pending 
VDOE funding. 
Students who desire to participate in the pro-
gram will 
 
• Enroll as a degree or non-degree graduate 

student at either Radford University or 
Lynchburg College 

• Complete the Consortium Application 
• Complete the Virginia Teacher’s Tuition 

Reduction Application  
 
Courses will be taught by RU or LC faculty 
simultaneously via distance education technol-
ogy to all classroom locations. Distance class-
room sites will be identified according to stu-
dent location and need as identified from the 
Consortium Application.  Some courses will 
require one or more Saturday face-to-face ses-
sions for which all students are required to 
travel to the closest university/college (Radford 
University or Lynchburg College). If such ad-
ditional class days are required for a course this 
information will be included in the course syl-
labus and discussed the first night of class. 

Radford University is a coeducational, comprehensive 
public university with highly diverse curricula for 
undergraduates and selected graduate programs and an 
enrollment of 9600 students. This year, for the second 
straight year, U. S. News and World Report listed RU 
among the top 25 public master’s universities in the 
south.
