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INTERN RESPONSIBILITIES AND LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES 
At ESPNINVA, Interns interested in radio broadcasting have an opportunity to experience a myriad of responsibilities that have a direct impact in the overall quality of the radio stations. These experiences range from the operation of the sound board during live events carried on ESPNINVA stations, to commercial production; from the operation of the automation system to sales and marketing; from writing stories for the web site and making sure they are placed properly on the web site to the operation of the various sound and computer equipment used to get our stations on the air.
· Operation of the Board during Live Events: ESPNINVA airs live sporting events throughout the year that originate both locally and national. From high school football to the NFL, from the Bowl Championships Series to Averrett University sports, and from Major League Baseball to Roanoke College Basketball, ESPNINVA has a strong commitment to airing live sporting events in addition to the great sports talk programming offered by ESPN Radio. During these live events, an intern would be in the studio of the station the event is airing on, making sure the national (if necessary) and local commercial stop-sets play in the correct order, and that the program is rejoined promptly after those commercials are aired. They are even responsible for getting the program on the air from its source from the beginning. And, at the end of the broadcast, they are responsible for making sure the stations return to regular programming. Interns interested in this opportunity can not only learn the workings of the airing of live programming, but will learn all the aspects of what it takes to get these programs on the air.

· Commercial Production: Interns at ESPNINVA will have an opportunity to learn the ins and outs of making sure a client’s commercial announcement is aired properly on the stations, from the initial concept of what the client is looking to include in his radio ad (what’s special about the client’s business, etc.) to the actual writing of the spot, and the production that goes in to making the client’s business stand out from the rest.


· Operation of the Automation System: A vital component for any radio station operation in this day and age is the operation of the station’s automation system. The automation system airs the programming the station is presenting to its listeners, including the necessary commercials used to generate business for the radio station. Loading those commercials and features that make the station’s programming air correctly is information any beginning broadcaster needs to learn.

· Sales and Marketing: ESPNINVA has a strong, experienced sales and marketing team, responsible for selling the advertising that generates business for the radio station, as well as marketing the station to the public through the use of promotion and internet presence. 


· ESPNINVA.COM: The internet has become as essential to a radio station’s success as the towers that send a radio station’s signal out over the airways. How the radio station uses the internet is equally important – from advertising to programming, the station’s web presence can be one of the most important aspects of the station’s success. Interns with ESPNINVA will learn how to get the information on the stations’ web site and how that information is used to promote the station and the station’s clients.

Interns with ESPNINVA have to work different hours of the day, and may be needed during evening hours. In return, interns will gain great experience in the world of radio broadcasting – and sports radio.
