Remembering Our Loved Ones:
Origins of All Saints, All Souls, and Halloween
This is a full week with Halloween and the Roman Catholic observances of All Saints Day and All Souls Day approaching.  Perhaps an historical review of these days and how they are interrelated may interest you.  
Let’s begin with Halloween. When you think of Halloween, what comes to mind? Candy, costumes, scary stuff, witches, ghosts and pumpkins. But do you know the Christian connection to the holiday? 
The true origins of Halloween lie with the ancient Celtic tribes who lived in Ireland, Scotland, Wales and Brittany. For the Celts, November 1st marked the beginning of a New Year and the coming of winter. The night before the New Year, they celebrated the festival of the Lord of the Dead. During this festival, Celts believed the souls of the dead returned to mingle with the living. In order to scare away the evil spirits, people would wear masks and light bonfires. 
When the Romans conquered the Celts, they added their own touches to the festival, such as bobbing for apples and drinking cider—traditions which may sound familiar to you. But where does the Christian aspect of the holiday come into play? In 835, Pope Gregory IV moved the celebration for all the martyrs (later all saints) from May 13 to November 1. The night before became known as All Hallow’s Eve or “holy evening.” Eventually the name was shortened to the current Halloween, the hallowed night before All Saints Day, November 1st.  On November 2, the Church celebrates All Souls Day. 
The purpose of these feasts is to remember those who have died, whether they are officially recognized by the Church as saints or not. It is a celebration of the “communion of saints” as well as a day of remembrance and prayer. 
All Saints Day commemorates those who have attained the beatific vision in Heaven.  In other words, the saints - the people who lived a life of faith during their time on earth – are now being rewarded for all eternity by being in the presence of God. We rejoice for these saints; we try to follow their example; and we ask them to pray for us to God as we struggle to be faithful during our journey on earth. 

All Souls Day commemorates the departed faithful who have not yet been purified and attained the beatific vision in Heaven. In other words, the souls in Purgatory, the people who trusted in Christ during their earthly lives, but who at the time of their deaths still had sins in need of cleansing before they could enter into God’s presence.  They will enter into the Kingdom.  Our prayers will help.
When we lose a loved one, we can know that they are at peace. As human beings we don’t like to lose the ones we love. It is so important to know that God is with us in our loss and grief, and the God is the one who will accept us into His kingdom. 
So we commit ourselves this month of November to pray for those who have gone before us. Jesus died and rose again from the dead that we can have a life that does not end. Healing and peace, forgiveness of our sins, and the gifts of the Holy Spirit help us follow God’s call every day of our lives.
To those who have lost loved ones, you have the prayers and support of our campus community.  Please join us for a Service of Remembrance on Monday, November 2nd ay 10pm in the Chapel.  We will recognize and honor those loved ones we have lost and pray for them. May the souls of the faithful departed, through the mercy of God, rest in peace. Amen.
