It Will Cost You Everything to Gain Christ
But what things were gain to me, those I counted loss for Christ. Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ.   Philippians 3:7, 8 
There is a common attack that all Christians experience.  In moments of trials and difficulties, we begin to remember what it was like in the past before we were saved.   We begin to glamorize our memories and long for the “good old days.”  Alarm bells should go off in our spirit man when we begin to entertain these kinds of thoughts. 
 The children of Israel fell into this trap.  In Numbers 11:4-6, the Word records, “…and the children of Israel also wept again, and said, who shall give us flesh to eat?  We remember the fish, which we did eat in Egypt freely; the cucumbers, and the melons, and leeks, and onions, and the garlic.  But now our soul is dried away: there is nothing at all, beside this manna before our eyes.”  
They had completely forgotten that they had been in slavery to the Egyptians while they were eating fish and cucumbers.   It states in Exodus 1:14 that the Egyptians “…made their lives bitter with hard bondage, in mortar, and in brick and in all manner of service in the field:  all their service, wherein they made them serve, was with rigor.”  The Hebrew word for rigor in this passage means harshness, severity, and cruelty.   Like the children of Israel, we also forget the bondages from which we have been set free when we become unthankful and long to return to our old ways.  
The problem is we have not renewed our value system as the Apostle Paul had.  We still see some worth in our old lifestyle and status.  The Apostle counted his past life as dung.  The Greek word for dung in this passage is skubalon which means refuse, excrement of animals, rubbish, and dregs of things worthless and detestable.  
Paul saw his past life as dung in comparison to what he had gained – the excellency of the knowledge of Christ.  The more we lay down of our life (including our plans, rights, pride, hurts and wounds, old identity), the more we will gain of Christ’s life. 
This is the law of sowing and reaping in its highest form.
