October 20, 2004 Steering Committee Minutes

The meeting of the LC Steering Committee formally began at 11:20 a.m. in Alumni Lounge after a lengthy delay as Al Filoni and Alan Hohlfelder encountered flight problems due to weather (Al and Alan joined the meeting at 12:50 p.m.).

Steering Committee Chair Jay Newkirk called the meeting to order, then turned to Dean Miles for an agenda review.  Discussion focused on residential space - neighborhood homes vs. new dorm space as the College assesses future considerations.

After a lunch break, discussion centered on the available space (in Carnegie Hall and Hall Campus Center) once Centennial Hall opens in January 2005:  

· Dean Dan Lang spoke of his 50 SHUSS (School of Humanities and Social Sciences) faculty and staff members who would like to consolidate in Carnegie  

· Vice President Denise McDonald (External Affairs) spoke of her desire to move the Development Office closer to the main part of campus

· Associate Vice President Howard Ramagli (ITR) shared the same desire regarding movement of his staff

· Dean Linda Andrews (Health and Human Performance) spoke on behalf of School Deans saying all are running out of office space.

Al Filoni said "we need to make a strategic decision" regarding space realignment, adding "the domino effect will be major."  Broader space issues were then discussed:

· College "buffer zone" in which neighborhood houses are purchased

· Access possibilities for the Faculty Drive practice fields from main campus & Lakeside 

· Consideration of a main "secondary" entrance for the College

· Several renovation scenarios for Carnegie Hall were presented 

· LC's class utilization was reported at 63% for Fall 2004
