CAMPUS FACILITIES MASTER PLANNING

October 21, 2004 Steering Committee Minutes

After 24 hours of individual and group interviews, Al Filoni and Alan Hohlfelder made their final report to the Campus Facilities Master Planning Steering Committee.  The meeting convened at 4:45 p.m.

Filoni and Hohlfelder shared a series of interest topics and thoughts from their interviews:

· "seat fill" discrepancy between faculty and Registrar's office - how many to a class?

· theme with faculty - need for smaller, seminar rooms as option

· question of "dedicated space" vs. "shared space" needs to be addressed

· handicapped access - "you are significantly behind in ADA issues" (Filoni).  A plan is required, but no immediate building action is needed

· ITR has space problems - "something is going to have to be done" (Filoni)

· Research space is lacking in Hobbs; overall, space is ok.

· Where does the Psychology faculty/staff belong?  "Psych building needs work"

· Kitchen areas need attention, more space required as demands escalate

· Kitchen loading dock expansion needed

· Mail room is a "remarkable operation"

· Bookstore feels invisible; new lighting would help open up the area

· Outer Burton (brick) wall could easily be converted to glass

· Bio & Bio Med faculty - office space and furniture are real problems

An open faculty/staff forum prompted several comments from attendees:

· alumni need to give input to this process, should be interviewed

· support emerged for "some kind of a Center" not only for students

· agreement on "rough edge" on back of campus

· as Lynchburg City begins master planning, LC should collaborate with City

An open student forum generated many topics of interest:

· the dorms have old bathrooms that need work

· new housing is "wonderful," but it's "over there"

· Burton Student Center is the right place for enhancements for students

· Students now hang out in their own living areas (dorms, townhomes)

· Freshman parking permits are easy to get

· Need for more recreation/exercise space is a "separate issue"

· Students don't like the Westover Room or Wake Field House

· Want more of a simulated food court
