ADA and Lynchburg College


Guests for this meeting were Mari Normyle, Jessica Baldwin, and Shawn Arnold to discuss the topic of ADA.  Shawn began with a brief overview of the Americans with Disabilities Act, the growing enforcement role of the Office of Civil Rights (OCR), and discussed her recent walking tour of campus which revealed several access challenges to be met over time.  She suggested a formalized plan to pursue, assess, and make progress toward meeting these challenges.

Alan Hohlfelder reminded the group that ADA law is more than ten years old, pointing to the need for an aggressive College plan.  Al Filoni recommended that a detailed study take place to prioritize the updates needed.  He suggested that such a campus audit be conducted by MacLachlan, Cornelius & Filoni in collaboration with City officials who work with disabilities and related building codes.

Centennial Hall:  Space available upon relocation to new building

Al Filoni said the campus interviews were turning up a long list of “wants,” and sees a plan for that vacated space ready by next summer.  A review of available space in Hopwood and Carnegie Halls, and Hall Campus Center, was presented to include some of the latest campus interview feedback.  Alan Hohlfelder gave the Steering Committee the homework assignment of identifying the three (3) most pressing short-term space needs on campus.  The answers will be discussed when the consultants return on December 14 and 15.

· long-term student housing possibilities

· review of Burton as student center
