Steering Committee Minutes

January 17, 2005

President Garren called the meeting to order at 1:45 p.m.  Those present were consultants Al Filoni and Alan Hohlfelder, President Garren, Dean Vernon Miles, Mitch Wesolowski, John Eccles, Rita Detwiler, Ed Polloway, Denise McDonald, Debbie Driscoll, Howard Ramagli, Amy Nowlin, Julius Sigler, Janice Rice, Rich Burke, Jeff Corney, Tom Nowell (for Woody McKenzie), Jeff Aultice, Lisa Womack, and Steve Arnold.

I)
Short-term space decisions upon opening of Centennial Hall

Dean Vernon Miles reported that:

a.  the School of Humanities and Social Sciences faculty will move into Carnegie Hall with a “couple of exceptions”  

b. “History House” faculty will remain in their current location, as will Drs. Rose Jensen and Mike Santos  

c. The “Davis House” will be available for Science adjunct faculty, with the houses currently occupied by the Development staff will be used for nursing and education faculty

d. The Westover Honors director and secretary will move to Carnegie Hall

e. Development staff will move to the second floor of Hall Campus Center.

II)
Consultants short-term proposal (defined as 3-4 years)

a. small (handicapped) “lift” for Carnegie (estimated price $75,000)

b. Westover Honors program to 4th floor Hopwood Hall

c. targeted classroom renovation in Psychology building ($15,000)

d. Development staff to second floor of Hall Campus Center ($50,000)

e. accessibility to Hopwood Hall via new elevator ($350,000)

f. improvements to Shellenberger Field ($5M)

g. renovate houses now occupied by Development staff ($30,000)

h. develop research space in Hobbs Hall (up to $200,000)

i. additional parking (no price estimate)

The total estimate of this short-term work is $670,000 plus/minus a 10% contingency or $750,000, plus other expenses the College may incur.

III)
Consultants long-term proposal (called a “first pass”)

a. add to/renovate Burton Student Center (3-floor addition on plaza side)

b. enhance/add to Wake Field House (indoor track, basketball court with mechanical theatre seats; no pool)

c. new facility for nursing, psychology, and education

d. consolidate ITR into basement of Hundley (and give current Student Services space back to student housing) 

e. move nursing to Turner, education out of Turner (install two full basketball courts, move Health & Counseling Center); return Courts to apartments 

f. move faculty to Carnegie Hall and improve building 

g. “Arts” spaces – Snidow & Dillard – need work.  Music gets rehearsal space, soundproofing 

h. renovate Hopwood Hall:  elevator, restrooms, HVAC system 

i. addition to Alumni House for Development staff

j. research/science needs in Hobbs Hall 

k. additional space in library

l. purchase part or all of Thomas Road Baptist Church

m. general roadway and parking improvements

Also cited was a long-term need for a new academic building to be located / used for:

a. where Psychology is now / build psychology, nursing, education

b. where Psychology is now, extended down the hill and to the bridge/stream, creating more green space / build psychology, nursing, education

c. on north end of Shellenberger Field / build nursing, education

d. between Hobbs and library / build psychology, nursing, education

Other long-term considerations are use of Hall Campus Center Memorial Ballroom and a thorough review of the road system and traffic patterns with the goal of maximizing green space.

The meeting adjourned at 2:50 p.m.
