Since Percy Abell became head coach at
Lynchburg College in 1998, he has
turned the baseball program into a win-
ning one. With 11 years under his belt,
Coach Abell has produced 9 straight win-
ning seasons of 20+ wins, including fin-
ishing the regular season first in the
conference in 2008 and 2009.

In 2004, the Lynchburg baseball team
was statistical champion in three offen-
sive categories, including batting aver-
age (.380), scoring (11.2 runs/game),
and slugging percentage (.575), as well
as, being ranked as high as 16th in the
nation. In 2008, the Hornets set the
school record for wins in a season at 32
and finished the season ranked 13th in
the nation. The 2008 team was also the
first team since 1983 to advance to the
NCAA Regional Tournament.
