“Before the Fall” (DVD) (2006); 110 min.; Subtitles: Eng., French, Spanish.

> During WWII, young German boys of privilege or exceptional ability come to special academies to be trained as future leaders in the Nazi party. In one such “Napola”, Friedrich, a working-class 17 year old with exceptional boxing prowess, becomes friends with Albrecht, the Governor’s son, a sensitive young writer opposed to Nazi ideology and the war. “The Bridge” (DVD) (1959); 102 min.; Subtitles: Eng.

Based on the autobiographical novel of Manfred Gregor, this searing film was nominated for an Oscar and won a Golden Globe award. Its depiction of futile valor and wasted youth touched audiences the world over. German with English subtitles.<

“Das Boot” (DVD) (1981); 293 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> It is 1942 and the German submarine fleet is heavily engaged in the so called "Battle of the Atlantic" to harass and destroy English shipping. With better escorts of the Destroyer Class, however, German U-Boats have begun to take heavy losses. “Europa Europa” (DVD) (1990); 114 min.; Subtitles: Eng.

> The film that took America by storm: Agnieszka Holland's powerful, moving story of a courageous German-Jewish teenager who survived World War II by concealing his identity and living as a Nazi during seven harrowing years through three countries. Based on a true story, this is a film that changes almost everyone who sees it. Starring Marco Hofschneider and Julie Delpy. Named Best Foreign Language Film of the year by the New York Film Critics Circle. In German and Russian with English subtitles. <

“Germany Year Zero” (DVD) (1947); 71 min.; Subtitles: Eng. (Italian language track)
> This film was actually made in Italy and is in Italian, with English subtitles, but concerns post WWII Berlin. Edmund, a young boy who lives in the destructed Germany after the 2nd World War has to do all kinds of work and tricks to help his family in getting food and barely survive. One day he meets a man who used to be one of his teacher in school and hopes to get support from him, but the ideas of this man does not lead Edmund in a clearer or safer way of living... <

“The Harmonists” (DVD) (1997); 115 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
>A dramatization of the rise and fall of a wildly popular German vocal group that was disbanded as the Nazi's persecution of Jews escalated. The Comedian Harmonists were beloved for their comic and romantic songs performed in intricate harmony and they were on the brink of international superstardom when fate intervened. Winner of five German Film Awards, including Outstanding Feature Film. In German with English subtitles.<

“Mostly Martha” (DVD) (2001); 106 min.; Subtitles: Eng. 
> A perfectionist German chef seems to have everything under control until a tragic accident leaves her 8-year-old niece in her care. Then the arrival of a passionate Italian assistant chef opens her heart to some of life's other recipes. "...a minor miracle...a literally and figuratively delicious entertainment of prodigious charm, warmth and decency" (Andrew Sarris, New York Observer). German with English subtitles.<

“Parcifal” (DVD) (1982); 265 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> Richard Wagner's last opera has remained controversial since its first performance for its unique, and, for some, unsavory blending of religious and erotic themes and imagery. Based on one of the medieval epic romances of King Arthur and the search for the holy grail (the chalice touched by the lips of Christ at the last supper), it recounts over three long acts how a "wild child" unwittingly invades the sacred precincts of the grail, fulfilling a prophecy that only such a one can save the grail's protectors from a curse fallen upon them. Interpreters of the work have found everything from mystical revelation to proto-fascist propaganda in it. Hans-Jurgen Syberberg's production doesn't avoid either aspect, but tries synthesize them by seeking their roots in the divided soul of Wagner himself. The action unfolds on a craggy landscape which turns out to be a gigantic enlargement of the composer's death mask, among deliberately tatty theatrical devices: puppets, scale models, magic-lantern projections. The eponymous hero is sung by the specified tenor voice (Reiner Goldberg) but mimed on screen by a male and a female performer alternately, reflecting what the director takes to be the creator's own sexual conflicts. Syberberg's pacing, dictated by the majestic pace of Wagner's score, is slow, but enlivened by constant subtle shifts in point of view, and memorable performances by actress Edith Clever as the villainess/heroine Kundry (sung by Yvonne Minton), orchestra conductor Armin Jordan as the remorseful knight Amfortas (sung by Wolfgang Schoene), and Robert Lloyd (the faithful retainer Gurnemanz). <
“Run Lola Run” (DVD) (1998); 81 min.; Subtitles: Eng., Fren.
>The film explores the events that fate alone controls and displays the constant "what if's" that occur every moment and that can easily change the happenings of the next. The film follows the events between a woman, Lola, and her boyfriend, Mani, who she desperately tries to save from death by helping him obtain a huge amount of money he carelessly lost. It takes you on three different journeys with Lola, all controlled by fate, showing you what would happen in each, and all the "what if's" that provide the foundations for each outcome. <

“The Tin Drum” (DVD) (1979); 142 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> The 1979 Academy Award winner for Best Foreign Film. The Tin Drum is a masterpiece of dazzling exuberance and originality adapted from the novel by Gunter Grass. The film is a stunning parable of modern society in violent transition narrated by a unique hero for our times--Oskar, a boy who decides at three not to grow any older. German with English subtitles. <

“Wings of Desire” (DVD) (1987); 128 min.; Subtitles: Eng., French, Span.
> This Wim Wenders film centers around the story of two angels wandering in a mixture of post-war and modern Berlin. Invisible to humans, they nevertheless give their help and comfort to all the lonely and depressed souls they meet. Finally, after many centuries, one of the angels becomes unhappy with his immortal state and wishes to become human in order to experience the joys of everyday life. He meets a circus acrobat and finds in her the fufillment of all his mortal desires. He also discovers that he is not alone in making this cross over, and that a purely spiritual experience is not enough to satisfy anyone. <
