>In 1835, Charles Darwin visited the Galapagos Islands, a small archipelago off Ecuador, in the H.M.S. “Salsa – Dance Lessons” (VHS) (1992); 30 min.  Arthur Murray Studios.

> Salsa will be fun to learn because you can dance it anywhere. The music is hot and spicy – Salsa means sauce and that’s what it is in dance – a mixture of all the Latin steps and a dance cocktail of parts of Merengue, Mambo, Rumba, Cha Cha, Samba and all the other Latin dances. There are many different types of music for Salsa but most have 4 beats in each measure – the tempo can also vary tremendously – so the dancers must adjust the speed of their steps to match the music. Salsa has been popular for years in the Latin clubs of New York, Chicago, Houston, Los Angeles and Miami, but the release of the movie ‘Salsa’ in 1988 increased its popularity and heightened the public’s awareness of this dance trend. The dance position is casual and relaxed, in the spirit of Salsa rhythm. <

“Antonieta” (DVD) (1982); 105 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> In this French-Mexican-Spanish film that hops back and forth between the narration’s present and its past, viewers watch Antonieta (Isabelle Adjani) as she is involved in the turbulent Mexican political scene in the first decades of the 20th century. She goes to Paris and commits suicide in the Notre Dame cathedral of that city, and then she is seen with the present-day Parisian author who is researching the story of Antonieta’s death.

“Belle époque” (DVD) (1993); 110 min.; Subtitles: Eng., Span.
> In 1931, a young soldier (Fernando) deserts from the army and falls into a country farm, where he is welcomed by the owner (Manolo) due to his political ideas. Manolo has four daughters (Rocío, Violeta, Clara and Luz). Fernando likes all of her and they like him, so he has to decide which one to love.<

“The Buena Vista Social Club” (DVD) (1999); 105 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> Aging Cuban musicians whose talents had been virtually forgotten following Castro's takeover of Cuba, are brought out of retirement by Ry Cooder, who travelled to Havana in order to bring the musicians together, resulting in triumphant performances of extraordinary music, and resurrecting the musicians' careers.<
“Casa de los Babys” (DVD) (2003); 96 min.; Subtitles: Eng.

> Acclaimed filmmaker John Sayles captures six American women at one of the most emotionally charged moments of their lives – each on the verge of adopting a baby – in this “compelling” (Chicago Tribune) drama set against the backdrop of a Latin American town. > Based on Lorenzo F. Aristarian's novel, Rebirth, this drama follows an aging university professor as he is forced into early retirement and the abrupt lifestyle changes that result. Stars Federico Luppi, Mercedes Sampietro, Arturo Puig, Carlos Santamaria, and Yael Barnatan. <
“Coronado” (DVD) (2002); 84 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> The search for her missing fiancé leads a young woman from Beverly Hills to Switzerland and deep into the jungles of South American to Coronado, a country on the verge of a rebel uprising ruled by an evil dictator. > La historia de Beatriz y Tomás, una pareja de jóvenes enamorados, quienes son despertados por una cruda realidad, un cáncer social que los condena, ¡las diferencias económicas y el color de la piel! “House of the Spirits” (DVD) (1993); 133 min.; Subtitles: None (No Spanish language track)
> Based on Isabel Allende’s novel about South America before the Second World War Starring Jeremy Irons, Glenn Close, and Meryl Streep. The poor Esteban marries Clara and they get a daughter, Blanca.<
“Improper Conduct” (“Conducta impropia”) (VHS) (120 min.);
> This powerful documentary is simple a series of interviews with a fascinating array of Cuban intellectuals and homosexuals who have been persecuted under the Castro regime. The directors are themselves exiles, and they have created a convincing indictment of El Jefe, implicating also those who would turn a blind eye towards repression from the Left. <
“In the Time of Butterflies” (DVD) (2001);
> Inspired by the true story of the three Mirabal sisters who, in 1960, were murdered for their part in an underground plot to overthrow the government.<
“Like Water for Chocolate” “Like Water for Chocolate” (DVD) (1992); 105 min.; Subtitles: Eng.

> This movie is about how life used to be in Mexico. It is a love story between Pedro and Tita, and why they coudn't get married because Tita's mother wanted her oldest daughter to get married first, and have Tita to stay and take care of her. It shows how marriage was imposed on those times, and how a love between two people can change everything. This picture set a new epoch in Mexican movies all over the world.<
“Man of La Mancha” (DVD) (1972) 129 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> This musical version of Don Quixote is framed by an incident allegedly from the life of its author, Miguel de Cervantes...<

“María Full of Grace” (DVD) (2004); 101 min.; Subtitles: Eng., Fren., Span.
> A pregnant Columbian teenager becomes a drug mule to make some desperately needed money for her family.<
“The Mask of Zorro” (DVD) (2000); 137 min.; Lang.: Eng.; Subtitles: Eng., Fren., Span.
> The elder Zorro comes out of retirement to train a new Zorro to fight the enemy Montero.<

“Men With Guns” (DVD) (1997); 128 min.; Subtitles: Eng.

> Humberto Fuentes is a wealthy doctor whose wife has recently died. In spite of the advice of his children, he takes a trip to visit his former students who now work in impoverished villages. His trip soon becomes a quest, politically awakening him when he finds out that one of his students was killed by the army.<

“Motorcycle Diaries” (DVD) (2004); 127 min.; Subtitles: Eng. Fren.

> The dramatization of a motorcycle road trip Che Guevara went on in his youth that showed him his life’s calling.<
“Mouth To Mouth” (DVD) (1995); 97 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> A struggling actor takes a job as a phone sex operator to make ends meet, setting in motion a hilariously sexy, madcap adventure. <
“Nine Queens” (DVD) (2002); 115 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> Set in Buenos Aires, this is the story of two small-time swindlers who team up after meeting in a convenience store and become involved in a half million-dollar deal.<

“The Official Story” (DVD) (1985); 114 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> An Argentine teacher, Alicia, begins to suspect that her adopted daughter may have been the child of a murdered political prisoner. When she attempts to uncover the truth, she discovers levels of political corruption so abhorrent that the illusions of her life are irrevocably shattered.<

“Open Your Eyes” (“Abre los ojos”) (DVD) (1997); 117 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> This film was the original inspiration for the popular Tom Cruise film “Vanilla Sky.” A very handsome man finds the love of his life, but he suffers from an accident and needs to have his face rebuilt by surgery after it is severely disfigured.<

“Santitos” (DVD) (1998); 101 min.; Subtitles: Eng.
> After Esperanza Diaz loses her 12-year-old daughter, Blanca, to a rare virus following a tonsillectomy, she searchers her faith for an explanation. When St. Jude appears to her and tells her that Blanca is still alive, the woman is convinced that her daughter was kidnapped from the hospital. She sets out to find her daughter, where she unexpectedly discovers true love in this uplifting film about faith & undying family love.<

> John Clasky (Adam Sandler) is a devoted dad whose skills as a chef have afforded his family (Téa Leoni, Cloris Leachman) a very upscale life, including a summer home in Malibu and a breathtaking new housekeeper, Flor (Paz Vega). She and her daughter have recently emigrated to L.A. from Mexico and are trying to find a better life. When they move in with the Claskys for the summer, Flor has to fight for her daughter’s soul as she discovers that life in a new country is perilous…especially when you’re being embraced by an affluent, eccentric American family! <
“Stand & Deliver” (DVD) (1988); 103 min.; No Spanish Language Track
> A dedicated teacher inspires his dropout prone students to learn calculus to build up their self-esteem and do so well that they are accused of cheating.<
“Tortilla Soup” (DVD) (2004); 103 min.; Subtitles: Eng., Span.

> Martín Naranjo (Héctor Elizondo) is the culinary genius behind a successful restaurant and the widowed father of three daughters.
